REGISTRATION AGREEMENT & GUIDELINES
We. the AACE, Inc. Instructors, would like to honor the church by treating all their facilities with respect. The church has been
very gracious to let us use the facility & we want to teach our students reverence for what the Lord has given us. In this spirit,

please review the following and initial each line:

___AACE, Inc. is not a school or a co-op. We are an organization of parent volunteers who coordinate with our
tutors for tutoring sessions on a weekly basis. The sessions are in addition to your home schooling, not a substitute
for parent led instruction. While many tutors have courses that require week long schoolwork, it is your
responsibility as the home school parent to oversee your child's education & ensure that the work is completed
prior to class on Friday. All policies regarding attendance, tardiness & grades are dependent upon the individual
tutor. There are no formal grades or transcripts issued from AACE. Inc.
____ Families must be registered with AACE, Inc. in order to attend tutoring sessions with our tutors on church
grounds. No student may be enrolled with any tutor without an AACE. Inc. registration number.
____Parental involvement is MANDATORY for your student to attend tutoring sessions with AACE, Inc. We
need help from every parent regularly to monitor the building & assist in setup/cleanup and in other ways. Parental
commitment is one duty shift per month for families taking one through five classes and two duty shifts per month
for families with over five classes. Failure to volunteer bars you from further participation with AACE, Inc.
___Mandatory Orientation will be required of ALL parents, regardless of prior enrollment, length of home
schooling status or volunteer position.
____Tuition is paid one month in advance throughout the year from August through April unless prepaid for
the semester or year. Class registration is in August & your first tuition payment and classroom fees are due at that
time. Classes start in September & run through May.
___Each tutor is paid privately & the individual agreements for tutoring are between you & the tutor. Each
tutor establishes his/her own classroom calendar; please review that with your tutors.
____AACE Inc. is not responsible for students while on the grounds of the church; parents bear the ultimate
responsibility for their children & their children's actions. The church is not liable for any accidents that may occur
on church premises. Alamo Area Christian Educators, Inc. is not liable for any accidents that may occur on
premises.
___Unregistered children may only visit classes with prior approval from the director & with the agreement of
the tutor whose class will be affected. All others will be asked to leave the church grounds.
___Parents are expected to be on campus for any young child (K-5™ grade) who is not attending a class. You are
responsible for your child at all times, regardless of age.
___NO STUDENT of any age is to wander around the church campus, grounds or to go into another building.
Students should not leave the campus without the permission of their parents.
___Parents must pick up students or remain on site with students who have extended breaks between classes.
___Modest and inoffensive clothing will be worn to tutoring lessons. Avoid anything tight & short, or clothing
that reveals too much skin, i.e. low rider or droopy pants, exposed tummies, & strapless or spaghetti strap blouses.
If an outfit seems questionable to you as the parent, it is probably best to choose another outfit for your child.
___Students are to assist in maintaining the cleanliness of the church facility, helping tutors set up or break down
classrooms & picking up after themselves and others.
_Students must wait in the break room for their parents. No one is to be outside or in the stairways.
___Lost & Found items are donated at the end of each semester.
___FElectronic devices are handled on a case by case basis.
___No live animals are allowed on campus without advanced permission.
____NO drugs, alcohol, tobacco, weapons, explosives, foul speech or lewd behavior are allowed on campus
___Please do not contact the church office. In the case of an emergency you may call the emergency line.
Messages will be reviewed on Fridays from 8-4. All non-emergency contact should be through email
___In the event of an emergency, i authorize AACE, inc. to obtain reasonable medical treatment & release
AACE. Inc. from any legal liability or financial responsibility regarding such treatment.
